Abstract:
In the second quarter of 2017 we completed initial county occurrence maps of the region’s 300-plus land snail species, which will be incorporated into species profiles. Species profiles were written and edited for 29 of 75 species to be newly-added. Web pages were built for these new species and restructuring of the website continued.
We obtained collection permits from six states and 12 landowners/managers to date (not all states require a statewide collection permit). Field teams collected snails in parts of four states (MD, WV, PA, CT).
